Normal Level Care Cases _______

Horses or ponies in this level of care wouldn’t be much different than taking care of your own horse.  They are not yet “ready to adopt” or have yet to be placed with an adoptive home and in essence require routine horse care.

Light Recovery Cases ________

Horses or ponies in this level of care would possibly have minor lameness, require application of topical or oral medications.  Would possibly require stalling with occasional turnout.  Light exercise in the form of LIGHT riding or on the lunge.  Use of supplements may be necessary for weight gain or treatment of anemia.  

Moderate Recovery Cases ________

Horses and ponies in this level of care would possibly have a minor to moderate lameness, require application of topical or oral medications.  Would require stalling with possible hand walking or occasional individual turnout.  Multiple feedings are often required at this level, sometimes with a special feed recommended by the veterinarian.  Ability to apply dressings to wounds, monitor pulse, respiration, and other vital signs, by the care provider is a must.
