EQUINE FOSTER CARE AGREEMENT
This agreement between _______________________________________ and Tri-State Equine Adoption and Rescue, shall be subject to the following conditions:

The equine(s) known as _________________________ shall remain the property of Tri-State Equine Adoption & Rescue.

Tri-State Equine Adoption & Rescue shall provide all feed and necessary supplements, farrier, and scheduled veterinary services (i.e., worming, shots, etc.) unless otherwise agreed upon between rescue and care provider. Care provider may donate any of the above costs as a tax-deductible donation. 

Tri-State Equine Adoption & Rescue retains the rights to periodically check upon the condition of the fostered equine without prior notice, between the hours of __08:00___ and __17:00____ seven days a week.

The aforementioned person(s) providing care shall do so at no charge to Tri-State Equine Adoption & Rescue other than necessary feed, farrier, and scheduled veterinarian services.

Person(s) agreeing to foster equines shall use due diligence in maintaining the health and safety of all equines in their care.

It is understood by persons fostering equines that horses are large animals and that injuries to humans and/or other animals may occur at any time, and the fostering person(s) agree to hold harmless Tri-State Equine Adoption & Rescue in the event of any injuries to any person (Foster family member or others) or other animals while the aforementioned equine remains in their care.

Tri-State Equine Adoption & Rescue shall pay all veterinary costs for the fostered equine provided that said equine was not injured or became ill because of the negligence of person or persons fostering said animal.

Any and all injuries shall be reported immediately to the offices of Tri-State Equine Adoption & Rescue at the phone number listed above. In the event that Tri-State Equine Adoption & Rescue cannot be reached the foster care provider is allowed, if necessary, to have the horse treated by a veterinarian.

Fostered equine shall be fed no less than twice daily, once in the morning and once in the evening unless other specific dietary requirements are necessary for said equine’s health and well being as outlined in “Additional Instructions” below. Fresh water and adequate, appropriate shelter shall be available always. Type of feed and amounts are as follows:
